If you are envisioning caverns deep within the earth
with stalactites hanging from the ceiling you must
keep reading, if not, keep reading anyway! Storm
drains empty directly into lakes and rivers, most
often untreated. Rainwater and snowmelt carries oil
from our streets and driveways, trash from our side-
walks, leaves, grass, excess salt, and animal waste
from our lawns to local lakes and rivers; causing
decreased water quality from these unnatural pollu-
tants. This does not have to be the case! You can
help!

After adopting a drain, keep it clean by
sweeping and raking up debris after rain events and
during leaf fall.
