The Diamond Lake Wastewater Committee met at the Watershed District office on March 24, 2008. The meeting was called to order at 9AM by chairperson Joyce Wittman. Those present were Sandy George, Tim Groshens, Jon Hanson, Harlan Meints, Richard Phillips and Chad Anderson andVanessa Glieden Henjum of the Watershed District.

Committee Reports:

Communications – Tim Groshens

The committee is planning to go through the surveys and pull the questions and then write responses for them.

They have decided not to use e-mail as their main source of communication. They still need to set up a link through the Watershed website.

The committee heard very little feedback from the March 1 letter that was sent to all Diamond Lake homeowners.

It was suggested that the committee add the County Commissioners names to the mailing list for any future mailings.

Finance -  Jon Hanson

The finance committee is still looking into the need to form a subordinate sewer district as an option. This step needs to be done if the spectic plan calls for each family to bring their system up to code. A subordinate sewer district would be able to apply for low interest loans.

Sandy George informed the group that IN-Kind hours and mileage now totals $3,177.95. This is about ¼ of what is needed. She reminded committee chairpersons to have their committee members to submit their hours and miles traveled.
Other Business

Ron Jaspersen and Steve Nelson were guests at this meeting.

Ron lead a discussion of a variety of options that the Diamond Lake homeowners could do to address the spectic issues if the county hook up is voted down.

The Watershed district will set the date for the August Diamond Lake homeowners meeting.

Harlan Meints was asked to pursue the exact cut off date for mandatory spectic inspections. The county will establish this date before they put the inspections out for bid.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:45 with Richard Phillips making a motion to adjourn the meeting and a second by Tim Groshens.
