The Diamond Lake Wastewater Committee met at the Watershed District office on Monday, May 19, 2008. The meeting was called to order at 9AM by chairperson Joyce Wittman. Those present were Sandy George, Tim Groshens, Jon Hanson, Harlan Meints, Richard Phillips, Bill Schultz, Jim Teschendorf, and Chad Anderson of the Watershed District. Guests were Peter Miller, Soil Scientist from Wenck Associates and Tom Bode, Kandiyohi County resident.

Joyce introduced Peter Miller. He gave us a background of his work with soil testing and setting up septic systems. He explained how he could advise the homeowners of the septic system options available to them. If it is a failed system, what is the next generation system on that property? He is also willing to do a cost estimate for each property owner for an effective system for the next 10 years.

Through group questions, Peter was able to show us what a report would look like at the end of the septic inspection process. This report would include all sites on Diamond Lake and what the costs would be for each home owner for the next 10 years broken down by options available to that home owner.

Joyce Wittman made a motion to have Peter Miller put a bid together of the cost to provide this additionally information for the Diamond Lake homeowners. Harlan Meints seconded the motion. The motion was unanimously approved.
Tim Groshens and Joyce Wittman will begin to prepare an agenda for the August 23 meeting. It was requested that all committee chairperson send items they want included.

Tim Groshens discussed the proposed letter to be sent informing the Diamond Lake community of the small group meetings. Any comments should be emailed to Tim. The mailing will be done at Joyce Wittman’s home on Saturday, May 24 at 9 AM.

The follow up discussions and possible decision on hiring Peter Miller, as a consultant to assist this group to prepare other septic alternatives, will be done through e-mail. Joyce has requested the original bid be sent to her.

Jim Teschendorf will contact Philip Valiant to speak at our next meeting. He has assisted in setting up a subordinate district and will share his knowledge and experiences with us. Jon Hanson suggested that a representative from Harrison Township be invited to attend that meeting.

There was no old or new business.

The meeting was adjourned at 11:15 with Harlan Meints making a motion to adjourn the meeting and a second by Richard Phillips.

The next meeting will be set depending on the availability of Philip Valiant. Jim Teschendorf will notify the committee of that date.
